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Pipe Organ Decision  
 

A gift of a pipe organ was received by CLCC some 

years ago in memory of Hugh Golightly, given by 

his wife, Ceil.  Hugh was a talented musician, loved 

Cherry Log Christian Church, and understood his 

ministry as accompanying the congregation and 

choir in our worship of God. 

 

We have had the organ in storage for over ten years.  

We need to make a decision as to whether to work 

towards restoring the organ – maybe around 

$300,000.00 - or sell the organ and find another way 

to honor Hugh. 

 

The organ is a Wicks Organ, Opus number 3573.  It 

was built and installed in 1955 at Women’s College 

of University of North Carolina, Greensboro, NC.  

There are approximately 25 ranks and additions were 

made to the organ in in 1964. 

 

David Griffin met with Ceil Golightly on July 14, 

2010.  Ceil would like for the church to make a deci-

sion as to what to do with the organ.  At this point 

Ceil does not foresee making any major contribu-

tions to the organ fund. 

 

Ceil purchased the organ, knowing that Hugh greatly 

desired a pipe organ for CLCC and this building was 

built with space for a pipe organ.  Ceil knows that 

unless an individual or families desire a pipe organ, 

that it is probably unrealistic for CLCC to continue 

paying the storage fee. 

 

For the year 2010, we have paid $1,035.00 for stor-

age over contributions towards the organ fund.  To 

date we have $5,510.00 in the organ fund (August 

11, 2010). 

 

Before we make a final decision on what to do with 

the organ, Ceil would like for the congregation to be 

notified that we do have a pipe organ in storage.  

Some of the new members may not know of this or-

gan.  Then, if there is no one to come forward with 

significant donations, the Board will decide to sell 

the organ and appoint someone to be in charge of 

advertising and selling the organ.

FROM MY HEARTé.TO YOUR HEART 

At first I thought my mind was playing tricks on me.  Actually, I was disappointed in myself.  We 

were worshipping Sunday and my mind was going in all sorts of places.  I chastised my mind for 

being so unfocused.  We were preparing for communion, singing, ―Let Us Talents and Tongues 

Employ‖.  I was focusing, or trying to focus, on the forthcoming communion meditation – a story 

of a little girl whom only a mother could love. 

 

But then I became unfocused, or so I thought. 

I was remembering how I loved July the Fourth fireworks but could not wait till the end when 

the whole sky seemed to explode with the grand finale. 

I was remembering when I was a child at Christmastime. The ultimate gift was not a large 

gift, but it was something I wanted.  I was almost sure I would receive it, but on Christmas 

morning my parents raised the level of anticipation by saying these gifts that were needed 

– shirts, underwear and tennis shoes - would be all of Christmas for this year.  But then 

one gift with my name was still under the tree. 

At an organ concert, the organist builds and builds and then finally the organist pulls out all 

the stops.   My soul soars! 

Finally, I remembered part of Vanessa Williams’ song, ―Save the Best Till last‖: 

 Sometimes the snow comes down in June 

Sometimes the sun goes 'round the moon 

Just when I thought our chance had passed 

You go and save the best for last. 

 

All of these flashbacks happened in the span of walking from the pulpit to the Table.  As I was 

laying my hymnbook on the Table it dawned on me that I was not being unfocused, but my mind, 

maybe my heart, was reminding me of the climax of Communion.  Just as some fireworks, a few 

gifts, and some notes on the organ are appetizers to the grand finale, so in worship the music, the 

Word, and the prayers are all a prelude to that ultimate symbol and that ultimate spiritual union of 

our lives with the life of Christ, of our bodies becoming the Body of Christ. 

 

For me, worship builds to the climax of Communion. For me, everything builds towards partak-

ing of the bread of life and the cup of salvation.  Our confessions, our praises, our prayers, our 

hearing, and the changing of our hearts are leading up to experiencing God in Christ through the 

Bread and the Cup. 

 

My mind was not unfocused.  I was being reminded of the pinnacle of worship. My heart ex-

ploded in joy.  My soul soared.  The best was saved till last!

ASPIRIN INFORMATION; 
 

   Just to add to your body of "body Knowledge": 
 

Dr. Virend Somers, a cardiologist from the Mayo 

Clinic, who is lead author of the July 29,2008  issue 

of the Journal of the American College of Cardiol-

ogy reports that most heart attacks occur in the day, 

generally between 6 A.M. and noon.  Having one 

during the night, when the heart should be most at 

rest, means that something unusual happened. 
 

      1.  If you take an aspirin or a baby aspirin once a 

day, take it at night.  THE REASON:  Aspirin has a 

24-hour "half life". Therefore, if most  heart attacks 

happen between 6 A.M. and noon, the aspirin would 

be the strongest in your system at that time and the 

most helpful then. 
 

      2.  FOR YOUR INFORMATION; Aspirin lasts a 

long time in your medicine cabinet................."years".

Dr. Anil Henry to speak at CLCC

Dr. Anil Henry, director of our Disciples’ Christian 

Hospital in Mungeli, India, will be at Cherry Log for 

lunch on Wednesday, September 8, from 11:30-1:00.  

We are all invited to hear him, but need to make res-

ervations by calling the church office or signing a 

sheet on the Outreach bulletin board near the Fellow-

ship Hall. 

  

Dr. Henry is a Global Ministries partner.  After com-

pleting his education and while he was a surgeon at 

Baptist Hospital in Nashville, Dr.  Henry asked 

Global Ministries for a  challenge.  He sent his Dad, 

an Indian doctor, to check out the hospital in 

Mungeli, and was told, ―You want a challenge; 

you’ve got it.‖   

 
This hospital was founded by the Disciples in the late 

1800’s, and by the mid 1900’s was a leading pro-

vider of treatment for eye problems.  ―Eye camps‖ 

were established throughout that region.  However, 

from 1955 until 2000 the hospital suffered from lack 

of leadership and funding and no longer resembled 

the hospital of its ―glory days.‖  Dr. Henry and his 

family accepted the challenge. 

 
Under Dr. Henry’s leadership, the hospital now has 

new buildings, new equipment and a vision that is 

bringing vibrancy back to the hospital.  Two groups 

of Disciples from Georgia recently visited the hospi-

tal.  They were told, ―Donôt send money; send peo-

ple.  Come and see.‖  While we may not be able to 

go to India, Dr. Henry’s visit on September 8 will be 

our opportunity to ―Come and See.‖

The summer classes at CLCC are winding down. We 

are grateful to Frazier Coffie for his class on the Be-

atitudes, and to Don Brewer for continuing that class 

in discussion for the three Sundays after Frazier had 

finished. We thank Don Midkiff, who with assistance 

from Trisha Senterfitt and Helen Lewis, has led a 

class in the study of Marcus Borg’s book, The Heart 

of Christianity. We owe much to Michael Brunson 

for his dedication to the Lectionary Class. 
 

Michael is taking time off from his teaching after 

September 5, in order to ―give others a chance to 

teach‖, and to be free to explore other opportunities. 

The class and the education committee wish him a 

reluctant good-bye, and keep the door open for him.    
 

Beginning September 12 we have an exciting fall 

and winter planned for adult education: 
 

1.   Old Testament Studies: We will present a twenty 

four lecture series from the Teaching Company. 

The lectures are by Dr. Amy-Jill Levine of Van-

derbilt University. Each lecture runs about 30 

minutes on video, and will be followed by a 30 

minute discussion period moderated by various 

members of our congregation. The series will 

continue every Sunday except December 26 

through February 27, with one more Sunday be-

fore Lent for a general summing up.      
 

Dr. Levine is a noted Jewish scholar who brings 

a perspective to the Old Testament that will help 

us understand better Jesus’ own use of the He-

brew Scriptures, which were, of course his Bible. 

Dr. Levine’s lectures are insightful and witty. 
 

 The Youth Class of the church will join the 

adults for the lectures, and then adjourn with 

their own moderators for the discussion period. 
   

 2.   New Testament Studies: Charles Walls will pre-

sent a study of the Catholic (General) Epistles: 

James, I,II, and III John, I and II Peter, and Jude.  

These are among the least read and understood of 

the NT books. This class will run for eleven Sun-

days, through November 21. Those planning to 

attend this class should order the book, What Are 

They Saying About the Catholic Epistles, by 

Philip B. Harner. It is available in paperback 

from Amazon. 
 

Beginning November 28 and continuing for the 

four Sundays of Advent Byron Wyndham and 

Carl Hendrickson will lead a study of the infancy 

narratives and genealogies in Matthew and Luke. 
 

Beginning January 2 and running ten Sundays 

until Lent, Byron and Carl will continue with an 

in-depth study of the Gospel of Mark. 
 

The Old Testament and New Testament classes will 

thus be completed in time for something new to be-

gin in Lent. Watch this space later in the year for in-

formation about that! 
 

We plan also to offer this fall a class called ―Making 

Disciples‖. This class will be especially appropriate 

for new members of the Disciples of Christ and/or of 

Cherry Log  

Christian Church, but will also be useful for long-

time members who want a ―refresher‖ course. De-

tails for time and teacher are still being worked out. 

We will let you know when the plans are finalized. 

 
Finally, sometime in the near future Dr. Roberta 

Bondi, a new member of CLCC, and a former col-

league of Dr. Craddock at Emory University, will 

offer a special course, probably at a time other than 

the regular Sunday School hour. Watch for an an-

nouncement. 

 

Your Education Committee is excited about the new 

programs, and hope many of you will join us this 

fall.

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Strategic Planning Committee Update-
Triads to be activated for feedback 

Bill Groce for Strategic Planning Committee 

The Strategic Planning Committee has been meeting 

since May when the Vision was rolled out.  The SPC 

has identified some major initiatives that will be 

needed to implement the vision.   To give the congre-

gation time to consider the most significant of these, 

we have asked the Vision Team to activate the triads 

for three sessions to provide feedback.  Training ses-

sions for conveners will be held September 8th and 

11th.  The triad meetings are purely voluntary.  For 

those that do meet, October 15th is the target date to 

complete the three meetings.  For those not in triads, 

two open meetings will be held in late September 

and/or early October so that everyone will have an 

opportunity to comment before SPC recommenda-

tions go to the Board.   
 

CLCC is following a measured and responsible proc-

ess to discern God’s preferred future for our church.  

Visually the process we are following looks like this: 

Current Situation ŸVision ŸPlan  

ŸFunding/Implementation 
 

The process began with the realization that being in a 

new building and having a new pastor presented us 

with a new situation and new opportunities.  Well 

over half the active congregation participated in a 

prayerful visioning process.  The Strategic Planning 

Committee, and many of the other standing commit-

tees, are developing preliminary plans that will help 

implement the Vision.   Of particular note, the Stew-

ardship and Finance Committee is developing a strat-

egy for funding the Vision that will be available as 

the plans are announced and approved.   
 

The SPC looks forward to hearing Triad and open 

meeting feedback, plus your spontaneous and infor-

mal feedback to committee members as we move 

into the final phase of plans development. 

What happened to the  
Little White House Property? 

 

That is a great question.  Last fall we were excited 

when the Board and Congregation approved a con-

tract and financing plan to purchase the property next 

to the church. 

The fact that we are now over a year later with no 

visible progress is an example of the problems in the 

national and local housing market.  You may recall 

that the owner had a first mortgage with Taylor Bean 

and a second mortgage with Appalachian Commu-

nity Bank.  Taylor Bean failed and their assets were 

acquired by a new company.  Appalachian Bank has 

had their assets assumed by C&S Bank.  Despite ef-

forts by the owner to push this along, the bank proc-

ess has ground exceedingly slowly. 

The good news is that things appear to be moving 

now.  C&S has relinquished their interest in the 

property and the owner believes the verbal agree-

ment with the first mortgage company to sell to us at 

the agreed price will be formally approved. 

The Ad Hoc Parking Committee met Saturday to re-

view the original financing plan, look at conditions 

that have changed since the original financing plan 

was approved, re-contact the banks who expressed 

interest in financing this purchase in order to be able 

to move quickly and appropriately if the owner re-

ceives short sale approval.  If you have questions 

contact Bill Groce, 678-571-1214, billg5@tds.net.
